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Drama 10 - Monologue
Since the beginning of the year, we have been studying movement, story structure, and the development of character. Your major midterm assignment is to present a MONOLOGUE in front of the class.

A monologue is a scene presented by a single actor. In this scene, the character speaks his or her thoughts aloud, talks to an imaginary second character on stage, or addresses the audience directly. In doing so, the actor exposes his or her inner thoughts and provides insight into his or her character. The scene should present an initial situation, complications and a solution (a strong beginning, middle and end).

For this assignment, you will write your own monologue on any topic you desire. Your monologue should clearly demonstrate your development of a character. BE CREATIVE!

Your monologue should be about 4-5 minutes in length (that equates to approximately 2 pages of single-spaced written text)

As you work on your monologue, keep in mind that you will be evaluated on the following criteria: 

· Character Development (what aspects of your character are revealed during the monologue; this section also includes the selection of costume items that support your character choice)

· Focus (staying in character)

· Character Appropriate Action (well thought-out body language that supports your words; mannerisms that suit the character)

· Voice (articulation, clarity and projection)

· Space (How effectively do you make use of the stage area? Has the scene been played out so the audience can best view it? Have props been chosen that add to the scene you are creating? Do all of these choices support your character choice?)

· Preparedness & Memorization

· Overall Presentation

· You will also have the opportunity to evaluate yourself (5 of the 40 points of the Monologue mark). As well, your participation as an audience member will be a factor in arriving at your final mark.
